Contest Overview

Fort Lauderdale public and private school students in grades K-12 are invited to create artwork using their own creative water conservation ideas, designs, and slogans that promote water conservation. The design must be created on an 8½” x 11” (letter size) paper and clearly reflect the student’s understanding of water conservation. Students may use crayons, pencils, markers, paint, oil paints, watercolors, sequins, glitter, etc. The deadline to submit artwork is Monday, March 5, 2012.

Once students submit their artwork, City of Fort Lauderdale Utilities Bureau staff will select a first, second, and third place winner from each of the following grade categories: K-1, 2-3, 4-5, 6-8, and 9-12.  All first place winning entries will be submitted to the FS/AWWA for the state competition.

Sign Up For CodeRED™ Today to Get City Notifications Delivered Right to Your Phone

The City of Fort Lauderdale encourages residents and business owners to register for CodeRED™, which is a high-speed telephone notification system that delivers emergency and other information to registered phone numbers.  In the event of a hurricane, utility outage, water main break, terrorist incident, or other life safety matter, the City will activate CodeRED™ to send emergency telephone notifications to our residents. The City may also utilize CodeRED™ for non-life safety matters such as planned road closures, water main repairs, etc.

Fort Lauderdale residents and business owners can sign up for CodeRED™ in one of two ways:

· Visit the City of Fort Lauderdale’s website at www.fortlauderdale.gov and click on the CodeRED™ image at the bottom left of the homepage, or

· Contact the City of Fort Lauderdale 24-Hour Customer Service Center at (954) 828-8000 or online at www.fortlauderdale.gov/customerservice.

When the City issues a CodeRED™ emergency notification, the 24-hour Customer Service Center phone number, (954) 828-8000, will appear on the caller ID. The system then delivers a message to the person answering the call or leaves a message on an answering machine or voicemail service. The system makes three attempts to connect to a registered number. 
A few important things to note about CodeRED™ are:

· There is no fee to register for or to participate in the service.
· The information provided during the CodeRED™ registration process is kept confidential. 

· CodeRED™ notifications may also be supplemented with emails and/or text messages for residents who register a cell phone number.

· Notifications cannot be delivered to phone numbers with a privacy lock feature. To ensure messages are received, residents should either turn off the privacy lock feature during emergencies, enter (954) 828-8000 on their “safe list” of phone numbers, or enter a cell phone number when registering for the service. 

· The CodeRED™ telephone database is a combination of information obtained from the City’s Utility Billing records, Geographic Information Systems (GIS) mapping layers, and manual CodeRED™ registrations completed online or through Customer Service.

· Residents may register both a cell phone and a home phone number.

· The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) prohibits CodeRED™ from calling a cell phone except in life safety emergencies when a designated “Emergency Database” calling list is used. Unless a cell phone number is provided as part of a resident’s Utility Billing contact information or by manually registering online or through Customer Service, it will not be included in the CodeRED™ “General Database” used for non-life safety matters. Residents who only have cell phones need to manually register for CodeRED™ via the City’s website or by calling Customer Service at (954) 828-8000.

· Residents who have already registered for the service but would like to update their phone number or add another phone number can do so by registering again.

New Flood Maps (F.I.R.M.s) Are Coming to Broward County

FEMA Flood Map Review 

The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) is preparing the first comprehensive review of flood zones throughout Broward County in 14 years, using a new “vertical datum,” that enables consistent comparisons of land and water elevations across the nation. 

Flood maps, also known as Flood Insurance Rate Maps or F.I.R.M., need to be reviewed periodically due to the dynamic nature of flood hazard conditions, the availability of updated elevation data, improved technology for identifying flood hazards and to account for developments that can affect flood zone boundaries. 

The new flood maps will help community officials and citizens be better prepared for flood-related disasters by providing an official depiction of flood hazards for Fort Lauderdale and the rest of Broward County.

Following its review, FEMA will update local flood zones on area flood maps. The proposed flood zones will go through an appeal and adoption process, and are expected to go into effect in December 2012. 

Updated flood maps will then be used to:

· determine flood insurance purchase requirements; 

· determine flood insurance rates; 

· establish minimum finished-floor elevations for new construction and substantial improvements to existing structures. 

By adopting the new flood maps, Broward County is assured that FEMA will offer assistance during emergencies and provide flood insurance coverage for county residents.

Overview of the Appeal Process

A 90-day appeal period for the new maps starts February 2012 and will end in April 2012.  During the appeal period, local governments and owners or lessees of property may submit information to FEMA on whether the proposed new flood elevations are scientifically or technically correct. 

An individual property owner who wishes to make an appeal can contact the FEMA Region IV office at (770) 220-5200. Property owners can also contact the City of Fort Lauderdale Environmental Services Manager, Todd Hiteshew, at toddhi@fortlauderdale.gov or (954) 828-7807.  The City can assist property owners by forwarding appeal requests to FEMA for review.

After the 90-day appeal period expires, FEMA will resolve any appeals and then issue a Letter of Final Determination.  Broward County and the municipal governments will have six months from the date of the Letter of Final Determination to adopt the revised flood maps.

Upon adoption, the maps will become effective and be used for flood insurance purchase and rating purposes. Developers and builders will be required to use the finished floor elevations for new construction and substantial improvements to existing construction.

Dave has coached all levels of swimmers from the novice to the world-ranked, including three Olympians (most recently Rickey Berens).  In addition, Dave has served as a USA National Team Coach for several international meets. He has received the following accolades during his career: ASCA Gold Medal Coaching Award; Coach of the Year in Arizona, Indiana and North Carolina; and he is an Indiana Swimming Hall of Fame Inductee. 
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Jennifer Gibson, Head Age Group Coach, is a certified ASCA Level 4 Coach with 30 years of experience including Head Developmental Age Group Coach of Fort Lauderdale Aquatics; Head Age Group Coach at the Phoenix Swim Club in Arizona; Assistant Coach at the Mecklenburg Aquatic Club in Charlotte, North Carolina; Head Age Group Coach at Fort Wayne Aquatics in Indiana; Age Group Coach at the Southeast Family YMCA in Indiana; and 17 years coaching high school swimming in Indiana. The first swimmer Marty coached in FLA Masters set a Masters World Record in 2005.  From 2005 to 2011, his teams placed in the top 3 at USMS Nationals each year except 2008 when his team placed 4th overall.  In his tenure at FLA Masters, Marty has coached 52 USMS Individual All- Americans, 112 USMS Relay All-Americans with over 200 Individual National Championship swims.  His teams have also achieved success at the International level by winning two IGLA Small Team Titles in 2008 and 2011 as well as a Top 10 performance at the 2009 Pan American Championships in Vera Cruz, Mexico.
 
Marty was awarded the 2011 USMS Kerry O'Brien Coaching Award.  In 2007,  he was the  recipient of USMS Coaches Grant at the American Swimming Coaches Association World Clinic. Rugose Spiraling Whitefly Invading Sections of Fort Lauderdale
Populations of the Rugose Spiraling Whitefly (RSW) have been identified in southwest and southeast Fort Lauderdale and the Victoria Park area.  According to Broward County, RSW is also being found throughout the region on the following plants and trees: Gumbo Limbo, Black Olive, Live Oak, Pink Tabebuia, Calophyllum, most palms, Cocoplum, Firebush, Green Island Ficus and Bird-of-Paradise.  

Rugose Spiraling Whitefly (RSW), previously known as the Gumbo Limbo Spiraling Whitefly, was first found in Miami-Dade County in March 2009.  The RSW is larger and slower than the Ficus Whitefly making it more visible.  It also has a wider range of host plants, allowing the population to grow at a faster rate.  

The good news about RSW is that it is not as destructive as the Ficus Whitefly because it usually does not kill the host plant or cause branch dieback.  Most of the harm is limited to cosmetic damage – a build-up of a white waxy substance on the underside of the leaves and black sooty mold.  The waxy substance protects the eggs and the black sooty mold is a result of the RSW waste matter.

During the last few months, the Parks and Recreation Department has been treating various medians and parks throughout the City for RSW.  Treatment for RSW is similar to treatment of the Ficus Whitefly.  Insecticides that contain Imidacloprid or Clothianidin as the active ingredient are being applied to affected areas in accordance with the University of Florida IFAS and Extension(UF/IFAS)  guidelines.  UF/IFAS recommends utilizing a soil drench method where the insecticide is mixed with water and applied to the root zone of the affected plants or trees.  The plants or trees then absorb the insecticide through the root system, which kills the RSW. These types of insecticides take about three weeks to reach the leaves and become effective against the insects and then last for nine to 12 months.  Foliar spray on large trees has not been used, nor is it recommended because of drift and possible impact on natural enemies of RSW and other beneficial insects.  

Areas with the City that have been treated are Ponce de Leon Boulevard, East Las Olas Boulevard, State Road 84 and South Andrews Avenue medians.  Parks in the southwest and southeast part of the City are currently being treated, and additional areas will be treated on an as needed basis.

Tropical whiteflies such as the RSW are not cold tolerant. When the temperature drops below 50 degrees whiteflies slow down both in mobility and reproduction, and if it gets colder, they die.  If the Ficus Whitefly infestation serves as an example, we had one year where the population exploded but due to cooler weather and natural predators in the following years, the population has only achieved a fraction of the first year and is hardly noticeable now.

Community Appearance Board Announces November ‘WOW Award’ Winner 

The WOW award for November 2011 was presented to Adam Grant and Richard Sparkes who are residents of Fort Lauderdale's Riverside Park Residents Association located in District IV.

This historic home is nestled in the Riverside Park neighborhood and dates back to the early 1900's as a produce trading point on the New River. The area’s Swing Bridge currently undergoing renovation dates back to 1920's. During interior renovations they found newspapers from the 1929 Hurricane tucked away in the walls.  Records show the gas lines were installed in around 1928.  Since that was the oldest date originally found, a prior owner had the year “1928” mounted on the front of the house.  

Adam and Richard have owned the home for approximately 10 years.  The first year and a half the house was used as a rental property.  For the last 8.5 years it has been a labor of love in restoring the home to the original 1920 West Indies influence.   

The house was once surrounded by a chain link fence. The chain link is now gone and has been replaced with Florida natural species of flora and fauna. Copper rain gutters were used on the back of the home, the front is adorned with rain chains that catch rainwater in ceramic pots at each corner of the home.

Traditional wooden Bahama shutters now hang where metal ones use to be.  On a fall day you will find the shutters open creating a cross breeze to keep the sleeping patio cool and comfortable, much as they would have done in the 1920s.  

The driveway has been replaced with Chicago bricks ranging from pink to golden brown tones, which are typically used to restore homes and historical buildings.  Old world Coquina shell tiles line the patio area surrounding the house.   In the middle of the courtyard is fountain pond and sitting bench. In the winter months the fountain is literally surrounded by nearly a thousand amaryllis in bloom. In the spring the property is enhanced by a beautiful lavender canopy from the wisteria vines. Although there is still some work Adam and Rick would like to do, this home is truly worthy of a WOW award.

Sistrunk Boulevard Infrastructure Project

The Sistrunk Infrastructure project is upgrading and enhancing Sistrunk Boulevard is underway. The following traffic restrictions are in effect:

· Sistrunk Boulevard is reduced to one travel lane in each direction between N.W. 9th Avenue and N.W. 24th Avenue. 

· Sistrunk Boulevard is closed between Andrews Avenue and Federal Highway. Traffic is being detoured via N.E. 7th Street (north) and N.E. 5th Street (south). 
· Two lanes of traffic in each direction are reduced to one lane in each direction on NE 3 Ave from NE 5 Street to NE 7 Street to conduct drainage work and roadway reconstruction in the area.

· Two lanes of traffic in each direction are reduced to one lane in each direction on NW 6 Street from Andrews Ave to NW 9 Ave to facilitate roadway improvements.

· Signs are in place to alert motorists of traffic restrictions in the impact area.

· Electronic arrow boards and barricades are in place to guide motorists throughout the impact area.

· Motorists are reminded to travel slowly in the work zone to ensure safety of workers, pedestrians, and other motorists.

Traffic restrictions on NW 6 Street are expected to remain in effect through summer 2012. Motorists/residents will continue to have access to businesses within the immediate impact area throughout the construction period.

The Sistrunk Blvd Infrastructure Project Management Team understands the inconvenience of this traffic flow interruption and will do our best to accommodate access for residents, motorists and businesses alike. We thank you for your patience and cooperation during this phase of construction.
